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Problem Statement: 
 
ARIN transfer policy currently inherits all its demonstrated need requirements for IPv4 transfers 
from NRPM sections 4. Because that section was written primarily to deal with free pool 
allocations, it is much more complicated than is really necessary for transfers. 
 
This proposal allows organizations using 80% of their current space to double their current 
holdings via 8.3 or 8.4 specified transfers, up to a /16 equivalent. 
 
Policy Statement: 
 
Add a new section: 
 
8.5.7 Alternative Additional IPv4 Address Block Criteria 
 
In lieu of 8.5.5 and 8.5.6, organizations may qualify for additional IPv4 address blocks by 
demonstrating 80% utilization of their currently allocated space. If they do so, they qualify to 
receive one or more transfers up to the total size of their current ARIN IPv4 address holdings, 
with a maximum size of /16. 
 
An organization may qualify via 8.5.7 for a total of a /16 equivalent in any 6 month period.
