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Purpose of 2002-2

• Allows for controlled, documented release 
of addresses for experimental purposes

• Formalization of long-standing policy of 
IANA

• APNIC and RIPE have similar policies



Constraints

• Proposed experimental use needs to be 
documented, preferably in an RFC

• Resources allocated for experimental 
purposes are not to be used commercially

• Expert review to assure experiments are 
“technically coordinated” and will not result 
in negative impact to the Internet

• Limited time



Revisions
